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Summer Solstice & Freedom Day
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Healing

If you fancy adding to your crystal collection this summer, 
then you can’t go far wrong with Selenite for its moon-like 
glow and cleansing energy, and Rhodonite for romance 
and rescue!

Selenite
Selenite is a calm crystal, that invokes feelings of peace 
and assists when you are practising meditation or 
making contact with your Spirit Guides.

It is a beautiful white almost transparent 
crystal, that is quite soft and malleable. As 
such, it should not be cleansed in water in 
the way that you might other stones.

It is believed that the crystal was named 
for Selene, Greek Goddess of the Moon. 
Its pearlescent quality certainly gives it a 
moon-like glow, and ancients believed that 
crystals like Selenite waxed and waned in 
line with the Moon.

The high frequency that Selenite vibrates at, makes it perfect 
for spiritual work, such as Chakra and Aura healing and 
Past Life work, acting as a bridge between the spiritual and 
physical planes.

When you need to lift and cleanse your energy, try rubbing 
Selenite over your chakras before meditation. For telepathy, 
place the crystal on your Third Eye, so that you can more 
easily access dream realms and your higher intuition.

Rhodonite (pictured here)

Rhodonite is a rescuing stone, particular in matters of the 
heart, whether relating to self-love or the romantic variety.

Historically it is thought that Rhodonite was favoured by Russian Czars, who would often include it within jewellery 
pieces. It is similar in hues and sentiments to Rose Quartz, but manganese brings out the pink-rose colour.

Embrace this gem when you need to remember the lessons of unconditional love, both for yourself and others. If you 
are struggling with whether to continue with a relationship, whether romantic or otherwise - Rhodonite can provide 
the answers.

As a crystal Rhodonite can balance out your emotions, it is a very cleansing and calming stone. You may find it 
helpful to wear the gem close to your skin or use it as part of meditation, chakra healing or relaxation rituals. You 
should feel more clarity about any decisions that need to be made and less anger towards yourself and others. Let 
this crystal help you to let go of any negative energy.

Crystals
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Monday, the 21st June 2021, will see us mark Summer Solstice in the Northern Hemisphere; with sunrise around 4.44am 
and sunset about 9.20pm. The date is of course also significant, in terms of the ongoing pandemic. Coined ‘Freedom Day’ 
by some, marking the end of many restrictions that have been in place, including potentially social distancing.

The Summer Solstice has long been celebrated, and this year’s expansion of freedoms will just make it that much sweeter. 
Traditionally it is a magical time, that connects us to our ancestors and the land. The day provides the longest amount of 
daylight hours of the year, as the sun reaches the highest point in the sky.

Often people travel to spiritual destinations to experience the Summer Solstice in all its glory. Some of these experiences 
had to take place virtually last year, but many venues are gearing up for a summer of events.

Here are some ideas:

Place Fell, Ullswater

The Lake District is a beautiful place all over, but you would be hard pushed to find a more picturesque place to witness 
the Summer Solstice than Place Fell. Recent improvements, make it much more viable for beginner hikers than it used to be. 

There is a seven-mile circuit from Patterdale, back along Lakeshore Patch. You might want to try the Helvellyn range first 
thing, and catch the evening at Hartsop or Kirkstone.

Stonehenge - Wiltshire

Not surprisingly, Stonehenge is one of the first spots that spring to mind for celebrating the Solstice. It is a magical and 
atmospheric place, where you can see the first beams of sunrise behind the ‘Heel Stone’ and then shine right into the heart 

of the monumental stones.

Saltwick Bay, North Yorkshire

The saying, ‘not all things are created equally’, could be applied to Saltwick Bay. This is a place that offers unique history 
and spectacular sunset and sunrises. It is particularly popular around the Solstice period, as the time frame allows for a 

‘double sun’ impact. However, don’t leave home without checking tide times!

was in said ‘hot water’ as the media wanted to meet the 
UK’s Rumpologist and would I be her? So, I had to learn how to read bottoms! This involved analysing the 
shapes, lines on the cheeks of the bottom and the energy around the bottom…

First TV Show
My first TV appearance was on This Morning with John Leslie and Coleen Nolan, which went well, I was 
caught up in a lovely path. Then I appeared on Brazilian Television; and I flew to Germany to appear 
on RTL, where on-air I had an interpreter to discuss Rumpology with another psychic. It was fun, I couldn’t 
believe what was happening media-wise.

Over the next years, I appeared on This Morning quite a few times working with Holly Willoughby, Phillip 
Schofield, Ruth Langsford, Eamonn Holmes and Dermot O’Leary. Every time I appeared on the show it was 
amazing, they made me feel very welcome; I also read Lizzie Cundy and Christopher Biggins on the show.

“There’s no room for beige in 
our homes and, just as it was in the ’90s, Changing Rooms is once more the homestyle 
antidote to Britain’s blues (and greys and taupe’s, and even Magnolia).”

There 
will be a carpenter, just like in the original show - Tibby Singh gets this role.

If you have ever had counselling or been in some 
sort of talking-therapy arrangement, then you may 
well have marvelled over just how little your advisor 
actually said! In contrast to what you often see on TV 

programmes as a patient/therapist relationship, where 
the counsellor asks lots of probing questions and a lot 
of ‘how do you feel about that’… In reality, a good 
therapist actively listens and gives the person, time and 
space to explore their own emotions.

Only Half-Listening
You may consider that you are a good listener… But, 
very often in a conversation, we can be only half-
listening. The other part of us is already getting ready 
to share a similar experience, input a witty anecdote or 
move on to a new topic. A good listener focuses entirely 
on what is being said. They are not afraid of the odd 
pause, while they gather their thoughts before asking a 
relevant question, getting the friend to further expand on 
the topic at hand.

Active Listening
This type of active listening is useful in so many areas of 
life. It makes partners, family members, work colleagues 
and friends feel heard and valued. It’s not always 
easy to listen, without feeling the need to guide the 
conversation, to bring it back to us in some way, or 
interject opinions. When you give people space to talk, 
you will find they fully elaborate and get everything off 
their chest that they need to say.

Difficult Conversations
Of course, some conversations are more light-hearted 
than others. But you usually have a sixth sense for when 

someone needs to talk about something more serious, 
even if they seem to be beating around the bush to some 
extent. If you find yourself in this situation, then follow 
these tips for a successful listening conversation:

• You might find it easier to be out on a walk, people 
don’t always find it easy to open up when sitting in close 
quarters face-to-face.

• Your body language can tell a person a lot about 
whether you are fully engaged in what they are saying. 
Put down your phone/work, and let the person know you 
are ready to talk.

• Try not to fill gaps in the conversation. Let the person 
think and start talking again when they are ready.

• You can of course ask ‘open’ questions, but sometimes 
a more useful technique is to clarify your understanding of 
what the person has shared with you, including perhaps 
how they might be feeling.

• Remember, that the person probably isn’t looking for 
your advice or take on the situation. They may just need 
a safe space to explore what they are going through. 
The closer the person is to you and the more you care, 
the harder it is to not rush in and try and fix everything. 
But resist, as what is right for you, might not be right for 
them. Try and set aside how you might feel in the situation 
and what you might do and focus on what the person is 
saying.

• It can be helpful to reinforce to the person your belief in 
them, and that you trust that they will know what is right to 
do for them. Often people have a gut instinct on issues, 
they just need a reminder to trust in their judgement.

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What is the Griffin?
The Griffin is a fascinating mythical creature that is usually depicted with the body of a lion and the head of an eagle. It 
is sometimes depicted with a long snake for a tail. This mixture indicates strength and intelligence; the lion is regarded as 
the king of beasts and the eagle, the king of birds. It used to denote strength, military courage and leadership.

Origin
Depictions of the Griffin are most commonly featured in the art and lore of Ancient Greece; however, evidence of 
Griffin imagery can be found dating back to Ancient Egyptian art as far back as 3300 BC.

History
Griffins are normally known for guarding treasure. They were thought to be protectors of gold sources, particularly in 
India. These winged creatures would find gold in the mountains and built nests from it, which they kept a hostile guard 
over to protect from hunters. 

Griffins were well known for their speed and ability to fly, as well as their power and wisdom, which made them a 
popular choice for many armies and royal families who assigned them to protect their treasure.

In Greek Mythology, the Griffin was regarded as more powerful than an ox whilst having the ability to fly, thus the 
Griffin was chosen to pull the chariot of Apollo, the sun god around the Earth. 

Role
In other mythological records, the Griffin stands for undying devotion. Depictions of Griffins in many cases are found 
on tombs, where they still guard their masters. Griffins are usually used to symbolise strength, virtue and honour. Their 
magical power makes them powerful allies or formidable enemies.

Though now relegated to the realm of myth and legend, the Griffin has proved to be one of the more enduring 
mythical creatures and still manages to capture people’s interest to this day. 

Mythical Creatures

Decision Making
This chakra is concerned with our ability to make 
decisions, of course, these sometimes relate to romance 
and matters of the heart. But, also in regards to wider 
family relationships and particularly unconditional love 
for ourselves and others.
